Terms of Engagement

LEQA (Thailand) Limited (LRQA) was commissioned by CP Astra Public Company Limited (CP Axtra) to provide independent
assurance on its Sustainability Report 2024 “the report” against the assurance criteria below o a moderate level of assurance
and at the materiality of the professional judgement of the verifier, using Accountability's AALDODAS v3, where the scope was

a Type 2 engagement.

Our assurance engagement covered CP Axtra’s subsidiaries in Malaysia and Thailand, and specifically the fallowing
requirernents:
= Evaluating CP Astra®s adherence to A& 1000 AccountAbility Principles (2018) of inclusivity, Materiality, Respondivensess and
Impact.
= Confirming that the report is in sccordance with GRI Standards® (2021).
= Reviewing the double materiality assessment process, Codes of conduct compliance system and integrity of CP Axtra's
supplier screening, assessment and development process.
= Ewaluating the reliability of data and information for only the selected indicators listed below:

LRQA’s Opinion

Based on LAQA'S approach nothing has come to our atbention that would cause us to believe that CP Axtra has not, in all
material respects:

= Disclosed reliable perlormance data and information for the selected indicators a5 na effors or omissions were detected.
= Cowered all the gsues that are important to the stakeholders and readers of this repart.

The apinion expressed i formed on the basis of 8 moderate level of asurance and at the materiality of the professional
judgement of the verifier.

Note: The extent of evidence g g for 2 moderate bkevel of ¢ enigagement is less than fior a high level of assurance engagement.
Moderate assurance engagemsents focus on aggregated data rather than physically checking source data at sites. Conseguently, the level of

assurance obtained in a moderate assurance engagement is substantially lower than the assurance that would haree been obtained had a high
assurance engagement been perormasd.

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LRQA's approach

LRQA's assurance engagements are carried out in accordance with AAL000AS v2. The following tasks thaugh were undertaken

as part of the evidence gathering process for this assurance engagement:

= Assessing CP Axtra’s approach to stakeholder engagement to confirm that isswees raised by stakeholders were captured
correctly. We did this by interviewing CP Axtra’s management who engage directly with staleholder groups as well as
reviewing docurnents and assodated reconds.

= Reviewing CP Axira's process for identifying and determining double material issues to confirm that the right iSsues wene
included in their repart. We also tested the filbers used in determining material issues to evaluate whether CP Axtra makes
informed business decisions that may create opportunities which contribute towards sustainable development.

= Auditing CP Axtra’s dats management systems to confirm that there were no significant errors, omissions or mis-
staternents in the repart. We did this by reviewing the effectiveness of data handling process, and systems, including those
for inbernal verilication. We ako spoke with key people in various departments responsible for compiling the data and
drafting the repart.

= ¥isiting CP Axtra’s operations in Malaysia and Thailand a5 business representative to sampling performance data and
infarmation for only the seleded indicators to confirm its reliability.

Observations

Further observations and findings, made during the assurance engagement, ane:

= Stakeholder inclusivity: We are not aware of any key stakeholder groups that have been excluded from CP Axtra’s
stakeholder engagerment process. Stakeholders have the apportunity to express their concerns about how CP Axtra’s
operations may impact an them,

= Materiality: We are not aware of any material issues concerning CP Axtra’s sustainability performance that have been
excluded from the repart. CF Axtra has processes for identifying and determining material issues from either ESGimpact
or financial materiality accordingly.

= Responsiveness CPAxtra has addressed and response the concernsof stakehalders in relation to GHG emistions reduction
and OHES statistics.

= Imipact: CP Autra has processes to evaluate negative ESG impacts from its operations for example, input materials  and
food loss fwaste.

= Reliability: Data management Systems are considered to be well defined, but the implementation of these systems varies.
across OP Axtra’s business unit. CP Axtra should consider interim werification to further improe the reliability and of its
disclosed data and infarmation.
